‘China to set up 4 coal-fired power

plants at Gadani’

China has agreed to set up
four coal-fired power
plants at Gadani Power
Corridor in Balochistan,
Prime Minister Nawaz Sharif said this
during his visit to the site of corridor in
Gadani, Gadani Power Park.

The park envisages the establishment of
eight coal-fired power plants with an ag-
gregate capacity of 5,200MW, but the
Prime Minister said he wanted this ca-
pacity to be enhanced to 6,600MW
through 10 power plants.

He also ordered early implementation of

different phases of the project, saying that
the country could not afford to lose any
time in view of the grave energy crisis.

The Prime Minister said the project would
cost billions of dollars and would create
economic and employment opportunities
for the backward and far-flung regions of
Balochistan and Sindh.

A CDWP meeting, presided
over by the Minister for Plan-
ning and Development Ahsan
Igbal, decided to ask all the

Pakistan major player
in world research

Pakistan has witnessed,
an impressive 50 per cent
increase in the number of
research  publications
during just the last two years, going up
from 3939 to 6200 in the higher educa-
tion sector of Pakistan.

This has been the second highest in-
crease worldwide. Scimago, the world’s
leading research database, forecast that
if this research trend from Pakistan con-
tinues, then by 2018, Pakistan will move
ahead 26 notches in world ranking, from
43 to 27, and for the first time ever, will
cross Hong Kong, Singapore and Thai-
land in Asia. Today Pakistan is publish-
ing more research papers per capita
than India.

The number of PhD faculty at our public
universities has also increased by al-
most 50%, from 4203 to 6067 in the last
2 years alone. This is the result of the
HEC PhD scholars that have started re-
turning back and joining universities.
These scholars are being selected for
pursuing studies at leading universities
of the academically advanced countries
through a well-defined open, transpar-
ent and merit based mechanism.

The Council of Common In-
terest (CCl) Wednesday ap-
proved the much-awaited
power policy that promises
loadshedding free ‘Roshan
Pakistan’ by 2017 at the cost
of inflated electricity and gas
bills.

The meeting, chaired by
Prime Minister Nawaz Sharif,
deliberated on and approved
the new policy that envisages
provision of uninterrupted
supply of electricity and even
power ‘export’ to the region
by 2018.

However, the matter pertain-
ing to proposed federal ad-
juster for the adjustment of
power theft recovery of the
provinces could not be re-
solved and was deferred. A
committee was formed to re-
solve the issue within one
month.

Punjab Chief Minister Shah-
baz Sharif, Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa CM Pervez
Khattak, Sindh CM Qaim Ali
Shah and Balochistan CM Dr
Abdul Malik, Finance Minister
Ishaq Dar, and other mem-
bers of the council and offi-
cials of ministries concerned
attended the meeting.

Project to protect snow
leopard launched

With the financial assistance
of the USAID, the Snow
Leopard Foundation here on
Wednesday launched a proj-
ect for protecting snow leop-
ards in central Chitral.

Speaking at the launching
ceremony, the director con-
servation of SLF Hafeez Buz-
dar said the pastures of six
villages in central Chitral
were habitats of the wild
beast. He said local people
often killed the wildcat to pre-
vent their cattle from its at-
tacks in the pastures.

“The project has evolved a
two-pronged strategy of con-
servation and research,” he
said and added under the

conservation strategy, eco-
nomic activities would be cre-
ated in Koghuzi, Barghuzi,
Kuju, Bokhtuli, Parsan and
Mori Payeen villages to com-
pensate the farmers for the
losses.

“Villagers will be given train-
ing on animal husbandry and
the environmental signifi-
cance of the snow leopard to
treat it as their friend not as
foe,” he said. He said vacci-
nation of livestock would also
be carried out and corrals
would be constructed in the

Many Pakistanis may not be
aware that their country’s
contributions to some of the
most important scientific ex-
periments and discoveries in
the world did not end with
the late Dr Abdus Salam, the
only Pakistani ever to win

the Nobel Prize in Physics.

In fact, at the European Or-
ganisation for Nuclear Re-
search (CERN), not only did
electronics manufactured in

Pakistan help in the detec-
tion of the Higgs boson, the
elementary particle scien-
tists believe imparts mass to
all particles, Pakistani engi-
neers and technicians are
also currently participating in
repairs of the Large Hadron
Collider (LHC), the highest
energy particle accelerator in
the world.

Pakistan’s collaboration with
CERN, the world’s largest
particle physics laboratory,
first started in 1994 through
the efforts of the Pakistan
Contd.

Government moves against
toxic pesticides

The Ministry of National Food
Security and Research is
gearing up to launch an
awareness campaign to
make farmers understand the
risks of toxic substances. The
move came after the FAO
urged developing countries to
withdraw highly hazardous
pesticides from their markets.

FAO says that the entire dis-
tribution and disposal cycle
for highly hazardous pesti-
cides carries significant risks,
and safeguards are difficult to
ensure in many countries.

Federal Minister for National
Food Security Sikandar
Hayat Bosan told representa-
tives of Pesticides Associa-
tion that the ministry would
make efforts to ensure timely
availability of quality pesti-
cides at competitive prices to
farmers.

The association informed the
minister that the imposition of
general sales tax (GST) on
the import of pesticides has
opened door for illegal trade
of pesticides, because of
which the quality of pesticides
has suffered.

The association demanded

immediate cut in the GST.

The FAO’s warning came
after a recent incident in Bihar
in which 23 students were
killed after eating school meal
contaminated with monocro-
tophos (an organophospho-

rus  pesticide that s
considered  highly  haz-
ardous).

Experience in many develop-
ing countries shows that dis-
tributing and using such
highly toxic products very
often pose a serious risk to
human health and the envi-
ronment.

The international organisa-
tions, including FAO, the
World Health Organization
and the World Bank, are in
agreement that highly haz-
ardous products should not
be available to small farmers
who lack knowledge and the
proper sprayers, protective
gear and storage to manage
such products appropriately.

“We will have to plan for the
next 20 to 25 years to meet
demands of 50,000MW of
electricity. For this purpose,
we will need four or five
power parks like the one
being established in Gadani,”
he said.

Nawaz said that a proposal
was being considered for the
establishment of an LNG ter-
minal at the power park.

The Prime Minister said the
country produced 16,170MW
of electricity on Wednesday
which was “highest in the his-
tory of the country”. However,
he added, the demand has
also increased and the gap
remains at about 3,000
megawatts.

He also asked the Sindh chief
minister to expedite work on
utilisation of Thar Coal.

He said that both mining and
setting up of coal-fired plants
should be undertaken simul-
taneously so that no time is
wasted.

Nawaz said the proposed six-
lane Lahore-Karachi motor-
way project would also help
accelerate the pace of eco-
nomic development in differ-
ent areas of the country.
Earlier talking to reporters
during his visit to Mazar-e-
Quaid in Karachi, the prime
minister said the PML-N gov-

ernment respects mandate o
all parties in order to put the
country on path to progress
and prosperity through col-
lective efforts. The Sindh gov-
ernor and chief minister
accompanied the prime min-
ister during the visit.

Nawaz said the country was
facing several challenges
such as terrorism and ex-
tremism “but it is encouraging
that we are moving forward in
a civilised manner”.

Replying to a question, he
said the government was not
oblivious of security and law
and order challenges in the
country, including the situa-
tion in Karachi.

The prime minister said fed-
eral and provincial govern-
ments have already started
discussions on formulating a
strategy that would envisage
establishment of a countert-
errorism force and better
policing to fight crimes.

To a question, the prime min-
ister said Pakistan wanted
good relations with India and
was looking forward to pro-
mote business and trade the
neighbouring country. How-
ever, he said every effort
would be made to resolve all
outstanding issues, including
the longstanding Kashmir dis-
pute. staff report.

Talks resumed in
2011 with two rounds that fo-
cused largely on trade and
visas.

But relations soured again in
January and February this

from both sides were killed in
exchanges along the de facto
border with Kashmir, a region
claimed by both countries.

India alleged that Pakistani
troops beheaded one of its
soldiers, a claim Pakistan de-
nied.

Sharif has called for closer
rapprochement with India
since winning the general
elections.

Tension, however, spiked be-
tween the countries in recent

protesting the deaths of pris-
oners held by the other.

Last week, Pakistan said In-
dian troops had killed a soldier
in an “unprovoked” attack in
Kashmir while the Indian army
said it had fired in a “cali-
brated manner” in response to
Pakistani firing.

Despite the skirmishes, ana-
lysts on both sides of the bor-
der have been hoping that
Sharif's return to power will
herald an improvement in ties.

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There was no official state-
ment on Mr Sharif's visit ei-
ther by the Prime Minister's
Office or InterServices Public
Relations, but officials pri-
vately said it was primarily
meant for consultations on
the national security strategy
being prepared by the gov-
ernment.

Lack of coordination between

of smaller and poorly re-
sourced civilian counterparts
and arrogating roles on to it-
self that legally belonged to
other agencies. ISI was one
of the main agencies found to
be at fault in the May 2 inci-
dent that was described as a
security-cum-intelligence fail-
ure.

‘With all its resources ISl
failed because it was more
involved with political power
and ideological structures of
the country. It had become
more political and less pro-
fessional.

“The country suffered on both
counts,” the commission ob-
served in its report and ac-
cused IS of turning a blind
eye to some militant groups
for the sake of ‘sacred
causes’.

The meeting, another official
said, helped soothe some of
the bruises caused by the
leak.

The government and military
have launched separate in-
vestigations into how the re-
port was leaked to the media.

The CDWP set up a commit-
tee headed by the implemen-
tation member of the
Planning Commission to re-
view the cost of the project to
be implemented on publicpri-
vate partnership basis.

In the transport sector,
‘Upgradation of security in-
frastructure and equipment at
major airports in Pakistan,
supported by Japan,” was
recommended by the CDWP
with a grant-in-aid of Rs1.6bn
from the Japan International
Cooperation Agency (Jica).
The project envisages provi-
sion and installation of an ex-
plosives detection system
and vehicle cargo scanning
system.

The Central Development
Working Party said a certifi-
cate should be obtained from

suppliers that radiation from
the equipment met interna-
tional safety standards.

The planning minister criti-
cised the Musharraf govern-
ment for reducing the size of
the Lahore airport for a cost
reduction of Rs3bn. The traf-
fic has now reached a level
that it will cost another
Rs12bn to meet the demand.

In the agriculture sector, the
‘Punjab Economic Opportu-
nities Programme’ costing
Rs8.2bn, including foreign
assistance of Rs4.5bn from
the UK Department for Inter-
national Development (DFID)
was recommended to Ecnec
for consideration.

The project has four compo-
nents Programme Coordina-
tion Unit, Punjab Skills
Development Funds (PSDP),
Livestock Component and
Technical Cooperation.

The project has been revised
due to its extension from four
south Punjab districts to all
over the province.

A project, “Sustainable live-
stock development for rural
Sindh’, costing Rs878 million
was also approved. It will be
funded with a grant of
Rs702m from Jica.

The Punjab and Sindh proj-
ects will be part of the provin-
cial annual development
plans.

Pakistan beat the West Indies 3-1 in the
five-match one-day series, and clinched
both the Twenty20s on the tour.

But the wins were clouded by contro-
versy after British newspaper The Mail
on Sunday claimed the one-day
matches could be investigated by the
sport's international anti-corruption unit.

Asked about the claims, Afridi said: “I
don't know about any allegations, but |
would say 'Savour the win when you
have done well and forget any other
thing'.”

Team manager Naveed Cheema denied
the allegations.

“These are baseless allegations and
anyone can investigate,” said Cheema.

“The discipline of the players was exem-
plary and that showed on the results.”

Off-spinner Saeed Ajmal also urged
people to give Pakistan credit.

“Sometimes they must appreciate us,”
he said. “Why people take our wins
lightly and allege strongly is unfath-
omable.”

Pakistani cricket has an unenviable his-
tory of corruption and fixing. Three inter-
national players served jail terms in
England for arranging no-balls to order
during the Lord's Test of 2010.

Afridi said Pakistan's wins were much-
needed after a lacklustre tour of South
Africa and a poor Champions Trophy
performance earlier in the year.
